Luke 21: 5-19
Jesus gives encouragement to his followers; they live in distressing times with more to come. He warns them about people who will exploit their anxieties and reminds them that they share the blessings and demands of God’s faithfulness.

13th November is Remembrance Sunday, and the readings today give us the opportunity to think about the challenges that can turn our worlds upside down. We remember how people throughout history, and we ourselves, have come through adversity to better times with hands held by the faithful hand of God.

How can or should we remember war? Like those who heard Jesus speaking in the Temple grounds, it is easy to become 
distracted by history and contemporary cultural expectations. When Jesus speaks of war, famine and betrayal we must be careful about what we say. Remembering the past is also about how we understand ourselves in the present. The chaos and uncertainty of which Jesus speaks are just as difficult today as then. Endurance (v.19) is a matter of hope, and the only real foundations that are in God through Jesus.

The diary of a 15-year-old Yorkshire girl records her impressions of the first week of World War II: ‘What a life! No light, no cinemas, no nothing!’ It was ‘the end of the world as she knew it’ because her active social life was brought to an abrupt halt. All kinds of things can change our lives drastically, as the pandemic we have all lived through these last few years has clearly demonstrated. Many of us can probably think of other personal examples too. Teenagers and younger children too will be aware of big changes in their lives – changes of school, moving house, arrival of a sibling, death of a close family member. How do we get through the changes? Can we always find a positive outcome, even if a particular experience may have been negative at the time?

Loving God, source of healing and hope,
strengthen us for life’s challenges,
help us to trust the future to you,
and to remember the courage
of those who have faced adversity with faith.
Amen.
